We are now on to phase three scheduled for September with the installment of (7) 110 ton, (3) 200 ton, (2) 390 ton, and (1) 610 ton state-of-art all electric servo molding machines.  This will complete our 30 replacement units and bring our overall machine count to 56.
All electric molding machines make the process more efficient, cost-effective, reliable, and repeatable.  They are quicker, cleaner, and quieter than their hydraulic counter part.  I am pleased with the results so far and the advantages they will provide Vision and its customers.
